Below is a sketched-out proposal for my exhibition (Photo 1). The exhibition will showcase my research into embodied landscape and experience, memory and touch. I would prefer an end area with space to walk around the exhibits to have an immersive experience. The large pigment cloths hang opposite the large collagraph ‘crevice’ print so there is a ‘conversation between these two elements of the landscape. My interaction with the landscape come through in the plaster castings and the rock rubbings. The film gives the context of place, showing a ‘rock-eyes’ view being shown low on the wall and touching the floor.

The large pigment cloth hangings will be away from the wall to allow walking around it. The pigment cloths will look something like Photo 2-4, as you have seen before. The pieces will be hung with cord on something like balsa wood or from wire from the ceiling. There may be screenprint on the cloth. The screenprinted form will be something like the rock formation/shadow of a figure seen in Photo 5.

Plaster castings (approx. 12) of imprints from rocks/my hand will be held/displayed in the space. The actual display is to be decided – it might be on a plinth or in a bespoke display frame.  The sculpture will be fixed onto a plinth that viewers can also walk around. Examples of the castings are shown below.

A series of large collagraph prints (approx. number to be determined) will be printed on Japanese paper and secured away from the wall using pins and magnets. Some additional paper backing may be necessary to keep the prints secure. The image ‘design’ of these will be different to what is shown below but these give an example of the ‘crevices’ type of image that will be explored.
